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See the best Northern design talent at Design Event 

Back for the seventh consecutive year, Design Event 2011, takes place from 14-18 October, with a rich line up of the best design talent from the north of England. This year’s theme is Happiness and the event opens with Design Event MART, a curated selling exhibition at The Baltic Centre for Contemporary Art (Friday 14 – Sunday 16 Oct), championing over 30 design companies from the North. Visitors can expect to see and buy the latest designs in furniture, lighting and home accessories from award-winning and internationally acclaimed designers, Deadgood, Susan Bradley, Lazarian and many others.

An exciting new initiative this year will be Design Event Presents, whereby Design Event have selected eight designers based in the North and commissioned them to each create an exclusive product for Design Event. The participating designers include: Ayme Fitzgerald, Neil Conley, Nous Vous, Claire Baker, WonderStuff Studio and David Irwin, Reluctant Hero and The Cloud Commission. These limited pieces will include lighting, jewellery, soft furnishings, and print – and will be available to purchase at Design Event MART.

Also forming part of Design Event, at The Baltic Centre for Contemporary Art, is First Hand – The Royal College of Art Design Products Collection. This is the first collection of commercial products from the internationally renowned Design Products course at the Royal College of Art, London and is the first time it will shown in the UK  outside of the capital. The collection is made up of works from recent graduates and the College’s established faculty, including design partnership El Ultimo Grito. It was selected by course leaders Tord Boontje and Gareth Williams and represents a diversity of approaches to design, from traditional craft-focused furniture to digital programming. 

In addition, Israeli born graphic designer, Noma Bar, will present Cut it Out – an exhibition of his new print based and 3-dimensional work. Noma has created over 500 illustrations for a wide range of media including Wallpaper*, Esquire, and the Observer; as well as two books dedicated to his graphic solutions. His work is characterised by bold forms that seamlessly blend juxtapositions and double-meanings, which are often both political and humorous.
